	Tanyard Meadows Development Framework (2013-2019)
The Clerk updated members on the last RBBC Local Committee meeting, held on 5 December 2013.  Amongst the Agenda items were Tanyard Meadows Development Plans and related recommendations which were formally approved.  Cllr Schofield added that Horley members would be actively involved in the detailed design of the development as well as adequate parking provision for dog walkers and other visitors.

Public Consultation by Taylor Wimpey South West Thames – 

121 Smallfield Road, Horley
A recent Public Consultation Event on development proposals by Taylor Wimpey at 121 Smallfield Road, Horley was attended by Cllrs George, Olliver and Spratt.  The property developers advised that this area of land was granted Outline Permission on 29 November 2013, and they were in the process of drawing up further proposals for a detailed planning submission in January 2014. The Chairman added that once a formal Planning Application had been received, the proposed development could be reviewed by the Committee at that time.

Central Car Park Scheme

The Clerk informed members that there would be some unavoidable delay by Surrey Highways in carrying out alterations to the Central Car Park by reversing traffic flows. 	Horley Subway and Footbridge

Cllr Austin enquired if more improvements could be made to the subway as it appeared to be in a dreadful state again with many unsightly graffiti tags.  The Clerk advised that Network Rail had to prioritise works to the pumps first, and there had since been a noticeable difference with much less flooding than before.  The Chairman said that perhaps some artwork in the form of a graffiti wall might be a deterrent against random graffiti tagging, and suggested the Borough Council be asked consider appointing a specific group for this.  He added that improvements were similarly required to the footbridge and remained outstanding for some considerable time.  The Clerk said that he would discuss these issues again with the Head of Neighbourhood Services, Nic Martlew, at their next meeting.
